I. Call To Order – Berger called the meeting to order at 2:09 pm.
II. Read / approve minutes from August 10th - 2025 meeting – Willkett sent out the August minutes for all to review.  John Dehan made a motion to approve the minutes, seconded by Susan Enyeart.   Passed 12-0-0.
III. Treasurer’s Report – Heacock sent out the report to all for their review.  Gordon had a question regarding the conference fee payments. Willkett made a motion to approve the treasurer's report, seconded by Gordon.  Passed 14-0-0

V. OLD BUSINESS:
A. 2025 “Day at the K” update (Enyeart – Review / Recap) – Susan Enyeart – Did not realize the game was the Friday of a holiday weekend.  The prices were a bit high due to the additional fees added for online purchase.  She suggests that we do it again as the feedback was very positive.  She suggests that we do it again on a Friday and look at dates for the coming year as soon as we have a schedule.  There was a little bit over 70 participants.  We had three sections reserved so that we had several pricing options. Next year we will look at pricing for the upper deck as well.
B. 2025 All-Star Games / Picnic / Skills Contests / Raffle / Swap Meet (Review / Recap) – Berger – looking for feedback.  Everyone agreed that it was a success.  John Dehan suggested moving the 55’s to a middle time slot so that they would participate in the skills contest. During the 1st game there was not much action for the skills contest.  We ended up using two fields later in the day to get all that we wanted to participate to be able to. Suggestion was made to use all fields for the early games and then start the skills contest after the first games are done.  Black Bob location and August were good.  The consensus for the food was positive.  We will look at the cost of $5,500.00 for this year. Last year it was approximately $2,500.00.  Gordon gave out all but just a few of the all-star towels – approximately 250.  
C. Board Appreciation Event – (Review / Recap) - Looking for ideas for the board appreciation for next year.  Ideas were wiffle ball and Top Golf.
D. Wes Weddle 2026 tournament location other than Hartman Park? (ALL) – Berger – nothing has been settled, just wanted to keep us updated.  Clint has been in contact with Kyle about next year.  We will have to wait and see when we are able to have it.  Will Rogers is not going to do tournaments anymore; Donna McGuire is going to take over his tournaments.  Looking at possibly the third week of May.  Clint is waiting for a response from Donna. 
a. Markey Park—Belton, MO – 5 natural fields (3-300ft, and 2-350ft) centered around concessions building
b. Happy Rock Park—Gladstone, MO – 5 natural fields (3-300ft, 2-275ft) central concessions.  Biggest negative...extremely shallow (dept-wise) dugouts, and infield drop-off...to the outfield
c. Black Bob – IF WE HAVE IT IN THE MONTH OF MAY
i. 2025 tourneys…MW Champ – April-15/19; Oil City – May-15/18; MO Open – May-29 thru 6/1
E. Purchase of softballs for 2026 Wes Weddle tournament (Gregg, Berger) – Clint – We did end up buying 6 dozen Baden balls ($65.00 + shipping/dozen) for the tournaments.  
F. Board of Directors candidates – James Freund, Brad Anderson, Bob Shea, John Shoebrook, Jim Mueller, Mike Peel – John Mondi will be getting all the bios of the candidates by September 15.  Clint asked John Mondi to send out another reminder.

VI. NEW BUSINESS:
A. [bookmark: _Hlk156370100]Alcohol / Drinking in the dugouts – Berger asked for feedback from everyone.  Ann proposed that the KCMSSL supports the rules and laws set out by each city of the venues we play at. Monte Johnson and John Dehan agree that enforcing such a rule at the venues will be very difficult.  The board decided to table this subject for the next board meeting.
B. New Award – Gordon – suggests that we recognize the coordinators and managers that have done it for 5 years or longer. Suggestions were made to give out a patch and special recognition at the annual meeting. Another suggestion would be for a certificate. Barry will look at some certificates and get more information on moving forward with this.
C. [bookmark: _Hlk211155783]Sportsmanship issue from the Wednesday night game. There was an initial alcohol-being-consumed-in-the-dugout incident on Wednesday night, July 30th, at Hartman Park which involved a board member’s team.   Following that incident (July 5th) there was another “alcohol being consumed in the dugout” related incident at the Tuesday night Independence Draft conference that involved yet-another board member--who was not a part of the game.  That board member interfered with the umpire’s enforcement of not allowing the alcohol being consumed in the dugout. The umpire said Clint had sent him an email previously instructing him to issue warnings and that they could make a team forfeit for not abiding. Clint stated he did not send any such email.  There was a phone call discussion, between Clint and the umpire) which included such instructions.  The board member, from the Tuesday night incident also called Clint, at the time of the incident, to express their dissatisfaction with how that situation was handled.  The call ended up with both individuals hanging up on each other. The sportsmanship committee will investigate this, get the details and discuss how they will proceed and recommend their action at the next meeting.
